The Moltz Mansion
15 Rooms (5 Standard, 5 Deluxe, 5 Luxury)

Built in 1915 and carefully restored and refurbished in 1985, The Moltz Mansion is listed on the National Register of Historic Places and is a showplace of style and dignity.  Rooms range from the “Standard” category, which are similar to a typical bed & breakfast room, to “Luxury”, which include more living space, as well as fireplaces, private patios, or other special touches.

Hillmont
12 Rooms

Located adjacent to the Mansion, the Hillmont building contains spacious and luxurious rooms with picturesque views of the lake and mountains.  Hillmont rooms feature a private balcony overlooking the lake, large Jacuzzi bathtub, wet bar, sitting area and gas fireplaces.  Our four upper Hillmont rooms feature premium views and cathedral ceilings.

Lakeside Suites
2 Rooms

Refurbished in 1995, this structure sits on the shores of the lake and contains two luxurious private suites with an adjoining door for families or couples traveling together.  Each suite has a large Jacuzzi bathtub, fireplace, wet bar, screened porch, sitting room with sleeper sofa, and separate bedroom with king-size bed. 

Presidential Suite

Private Champagne Cruise

Our 18-hole, par-71, private golf course is one of the premier courses in western North Carolina. The country club is located just steps away from the inn and is only available to members and inn guests.

Golf green fees are complimentary to overnight inn guests 7 days a week in April & November, and midweek in May & September (cart fees not included).  Greens fees apply for the remainder of the year.

Meeting Room– Greystone Inn 

Our 800 sq. ft. executive board room is handsomely appointed with solid mahogany conference tables in a private setting. Use of the conference room includes flip charts, screen, wireless internet, and coffee/tea service during your meeting.  Additional F&B is available.
